CLUB NEWS IN BRIEF 
Military Muster Show 

  
We had our first all committee meeting of our Military Muster Show event on May 26th. Member, Mike     
Timoshyk is the lead person on the show along with Mickey Moulder and support from Harry Bergman and 
Kim Brimner.  What our first meeting showed was: 
  
. We have never done a show like this before at the museum since it runs two full days with a Saturday night 
dinner and dance and a participant gathering on the Friday night.  The show itself has many show events within 
the greater show i.e.  flag raising and veterans' parade, pyrotechnics, paint ball display, pancake breakfast and 
village mess hall, helicopter rides, speeches, War of 1812 to WW II demonstrations, WW II flyover, weapons 
displays, WW II reenactment and battle simulation, closing ceremonies,  WW II era dinner dance, 1930's and 
1940's short clips showing music, dancing and other war time newsreel type shorts in our Salon D prior to and 
during our WW II dance (our Web Master Tom Eaton is doing a super job putting all of this together)... 
  
. The show requires that approximately 5 or so volunteer captains be the "go to" person for each of the major 
items within the show each day 
  
. The show requires at least 4 sets of volunteers (initial set up, Saturday show, Sunday show and the dinner 
dance). Included in all of this is refuse collection, bathroom maintenance, food prep and sale, bar set up and 
staffing, parking, money collection and control, ticket collection, traffic control DJ, veterans management, vet-
erans hospitality area, first aid, and a lot more.  We will be bringing together all of the volunteers both the out-
side and our own from the museum for at least two pre-show meetings and instructions etc.   
  
. To date 17 show sponsors have signed up with another 10 or so still considering 
  
. There are approximately 20 vendors signed up so far with another 15 still undecided 
  
. The entry cost to the military show is $5.00 per person including all members who are not volunteering as the 
costs to produce this event is just too great to allow for free entry except for veterans, sponsors and volunteers. 
  
. There is a special area in the front of the museum set aside for hot rods and collector vehicles. The entry fee 
will be $5.00 per person.   
  
. The entry fee for the WW II dance on the Saturday night is $10 per person as our entertainment alone will 
take half of the gate income. This is a very high profile show that needs both a success at the box office but 
also in its running and handling during each of the two days. 
  
Mike Timoshyk is really going all out on managing this show. There is a news conference planned for August 
3rd along with presentations to various municipal town councils (Essex has already been done) with great re-
sults.  Mike and Mickey are visiting various military shows in Ontario and Michigan to sign up show partici-
pants and advertise the event. The Veterans Affairs people in Ottawa have already signed on to a $5,000 spon-
sorship. 

Just a big thank you for all the kindnesses shown to me over the last year.
